Wood Subfloor:

Wood Subfloors must be American Plywood Association (APA) rated sutfloor grade as specified and war-
ranted by ihe manu{aciurer. All wooden subfloors require moisture testing along wilh documentation.

Gypsum Concrete:

AII Gypsum Concrete sublloors are required to have moisture testing and to be primed prior to
installation. All gypsum concrete subfloors require moisture testing along with documentation,

Concrete:

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GR.ADE LEVELS:

Suspended:

An acceptabie suspended floor is a concrete or wood substrate with a minimum of 18" (460mm) of

well-ventilated air space beneaih it. The Manufacturer recommends that a moisture vapor barrier be

placed on the ground below the air 6pace.

On-Grade:

An acceptable on-grade floor is a concrete substrate in direct surface contact with the g.ound al the sur-

rounding ground level. The concrete slab should be protected from moisture penetration and incorporate

a permanent, elrective moisture vapor relarder with a minimum thickness of 0.010 and a permeance of 0.1

per ASTM F710.

Below-Grade:

An acceptable below-grade floor is a concrete sut strate partially or completely in contact with the ground

below lhe average surrounding ground level. The concrete slab should be proiected from moisture

penetration aild incorporate a proven moisture vapor barrier, The concrete slab should be protected from

moisture penetration and incorporate a permanent effeclive moisture vapor retarder with a minimum

thickness of 0.010 and a permeance of 0..1 per AS-rM F710.

MOISTURE TESTING:

All concrete slabs, both old and new, must be tested for moisture transmission us;ng the Calcium Chloride Moisture
Test according to ASTM F1B69. Moisture vapor transmission should not exceed lhe recommended levels of
between 3-5 lbs- per 1,000 sq. ft. in 24 hours. This test should be performed and documented prior to installaiion.

Also test for relative humidity in conc.ete floor slabs using in-situ probes, which should be no more

than 80% RH per ASTM F2170 before. during and after installal;on.
!f you are not gluing the loose lay product down then the relative humidity must be no more than 8A% RH.

PH LEVELS:

pH on concrete substrates must be between 7 and 9.

STORAGE AND HANDLING:

Acclimate the floorinq a minimum of 48 hours before installation in the area it is to be
iaslalled. Conditions between 65'F and B5"F (18"C and 29'C) are requjred before, during
and a{ter installation. Cartons should be evenly stacked no more than two high on a Ilat
surface and away from any healing/cooling ducls or direct sunlight.

The floor musl be clean, smooth, flaa and dry. Remove a,l foreign subslances such as
wax. grease, dirt, construction marks and contaminants, and any substance or chemical
that would interfere with a good bond. Avoid using sweeping compounds. Do not install
over subslrates that have been chemically cleaned. The flatness of wood subfloors or
underiaynrent must not exceed on variation oi 3/16" in 1 0 feet.

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FLOOR PREPARATION:

The smoothness and cleanliness of concrete subfloors must meet or exceed the

requirements of ASTM F710. Fill all holes and cracks with a latex fortified Portland cement

based paiching compound. The Manufacturer only recommends ihe use of latex fortified

Podland cefi]ent based products as a satisfactory patching or leveling compound, The floor

should be flat 3/16" in a '10 foot span.

Do not fill actual expansion joints or other moving joints with elaslomeric fillers that are

designed to absorb rnovement in concrete slabs. Cementitious underlayment, patches and

resilient flooring installed across lrue expansion joints will often buckle or crack when lhe

slabs move. Usually architects will specify expansion joint covers for the use wiih various

floor coveriags.

Start of lnstallation:

Residential lnstallation Requirements:

la) Floor must be clean, smooth, llat and dry before installation.

{b) lnspection of flooring material prior to installation is required. lt is the purchaser's
responsibility to verify with the installer that they have received the co.rect product before
the stafi of instatlation. Any defects, wrong product, or color should be immediately reported
to the retail store trom which ihe flooring was purchased beJore installation (within 24hrs
of install). The Manufacturer will not be responsible for labor costs to repair or replace
materaal with defects, wronq product, or color that were apparent before or noticed at the
end of an installation. The job siie and all flooring material and adhesive (if gluing down) must
be acclimated for 48 hours before, during and after installation between 65"F and 85"F
(18'and 29'C).

(c) lf gluing down Loose Lay, The Manufacturer requires priming porous floors with a

Premium Acrylic Latex Primer lo prevent over absorplion ol adhesives. dust

containment, and to insure a better bond of the adhesive to ihe subfloor/ underlayment.

(d)Flooring should be laid directly against walls, fixed with a bead of silicone after installatios

completed. Open lransition areas with no watl to lay against should be fixed with 4" wide

adhesive.

(e) lt is important for outer planks to flt snug against the wall or cabinets (tixed items), otherwise
a 4" wide strip ot tape or adhesivo is required io hold the perimeter in place. 11 ]s best to fit
tight against any baseboard or trim. lf there is no baseboard and the sheetrock does not

exlend to the floor, then adhesive is required.
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(f) Make sure each tile/plank is fit tightly to the next piece. Very Iight tapping to get a tight fit
is {ine, but lake care not to compress the plank you are tapping inlo. Firm and tight is correc!,

overly tight will lead to compression and later peaking joinis when the compressed pianks ky
to return to normal lerglh or width.

{g) High iraffic areas, areas with large temperature variaiions. and
areas with heavy rollinq loads.equire full spread adhesive-

How to lnstall Planks and Tile:

1 . Decide how you want lhe floor to run. Piank products usually look t est when
they run the length of the room. This is all a matter oi preference, though. so
feel free to lay some planks in diiferent directions to see which way looks

better-

2. To avoid narrow plank widths or short plank lengths nea. the walls and doors, it is
impo(ant to do some pre-planning. Using the width of the room, calculate how many
full boards will fit into the area and how much space remains that will need to be
covered by partial planks. Divide the remaining space by two to calculate the \ /idth
of the partial planks. Do the same along the length.

3. The planks or tiles should be iostalled from one corner of the room working your way
out toward the other wall. Planks or tiles should be laid tight against the wall.

4. Using a utilily knife and straight edge, score the top surface of the plank
then use more pressure to cut all the way through.

5. Siarl lhe next row. Planks should be installed randomly, making sure end joinls are siaggered
anci adjoining planks lrave end joints at least 6" (150mm) from the previous row's end joint. Keep
planks and tiles tighi to:he surrounding floor.

6. When fittinq around door iambs or other irregular obiects firsi make a pattern using heavy
paper or posler board- Trace the pattern onto the flooring and cut with a utility knife.

7, lf a seam is not tight you can easily lift lhe planks and reposiiion.
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DO NOT use a damp cloth or damp mop on the new flooring for at leasl '14 days after the
installation. This wiil allow planks/tiles to become "seated" in the adhesive and prevenl excess
moisture from interfering with the adhesive bond.

Note: Avoid exposure to direct sunllght. During peak sunlight hours. the use oi blinds or
curtains is required. Prolonged diract sunlight can result in discoloration and volatile temperature
variations causing damage to the floor, which is not covered by The Manutacturer.

Ttte flaoring receipt, all moisture/relative humidity testing documentation, and the professional
in$tallers receipt wil! be required to file a claim. lf one should arise, please cantact the original
pLlrchaser to complele a claim form. ln the event that you have a flooring concern The

l'/lanufacturer will cover the cost af hiring an independent inspector. but if the inspection report
cones back deemed that it is an installation error or onsite issue. the inspection fee wi be
ch a rged back to th e de ale r/d istributo r/homeow n e r.
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
